C. Teaching

All WAE teaching takes place during the Foundation Course. There will be 3 Small Group Sessions (SGS). All sessions are delivered in person. You will be expected to share your answers with your group. You will find the materials for those sessions in the Wills and Administration of Estates folder. On the first page of each SGS description you are told what preparation you must do before the Session. It is VITAL that you do this in order to gain as much as you can from the SGS.  

As all WAE teaching takes place at the very start of the course, we strongly recommend that you do as much as you can for these sessions before the course starts. To assist you with this you have access to (with the consent of CLP) an electronic PDF copy of the Legal Foundations manual which you can access in the Electronic LPC Manuals folder. Also, you will have access to the lectures which you need to listen to in preparation for each of the three SGSs before you start the course. Please refer to the front of each SGS description for the lectures you need to listen to.
At the end of the SGS 3, the mock WAE examination will be distributed to you. You are required to complete this in your own time under examination conditions and submit it in accordance with the instructions on the mock examination.  This will then be marked and you will receive feedback on your performance, to assist you in preparing for the actual examination.  You will also receive a specimen examination paper and outline answer as well as additional revision materials.
