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As you know, the LPC is split into three sections, the foundation course (FC) which lasts for the first two weeks, the core subjects which take over from then until January / February and the elective period which finishes in June.
The FC, as its name suggests, lays down the foundations of the LPC, which you will build upon during the rest of the course. There are three main elements to the FC which help to do this and these are set out below.

Practical Orientation
This covers practical and housekeeping matters and you will be offered talks on subjects such as how the library and IT facilities work here and how to access careers advice and pro bono activities.

Social Orientation
This may be more of an enjoyable element for some of you! As the LPC is based on team and group work, mirroring life in legal practice, you will need to quickly get to know your peers during the FC. This is facilitated by a combined business awareness / ice breaker session and introductory session with your study group and personal tutor. It is not compulsory but we would encourage you to join and form your own social media groups as soon as you are made aware of your seminar group.  Your peers are a valuable support network throughout the year and during revision and they often become friends for life.
Pervasive & Skills Orientation
Throughout the LPC you will come across a number of pervasive topics which are crucial for any solicitor to master and which you will be introduced to during the FC. Sessions on the following topics will form the basis upon which to build your knowledge and skills as you come across them over and over again later in the course:
