THE EARLY STAGES OF A PI CLAIM AND THE PI PROTOCOL,

GLOVER v CRAWFORD
You met Mrs. Glover in SGS 1 in relation to a claim regarding her son Adam. You will recall you gave advice on funding and costs. You now need to deal with the early stages of your client’s claim. You may presume that Adam’s claim has a value in excess of £75,000.
Task 1
What procedural implications arise from the fact that Adam is a child?

Task 2

a) What practical steps will you take to investigate liability and quantum in Adam’s claim?
b) What procedural steps must you comply with in the early stages of a claim of this type? What is the timetable you must follow?

DRAFTING A CLAIM FORM. 
You have complied with the steps outlined above but the insurers acting for Mr. Crawford dispute liability. They continue alleging that Mr. Glover was displaying no lights at the time of the collision. This is strongly contested by Mr. Glover.
